In formal language, sentences and words are usually longer than
in informal language and contracted forms such as ‘isn’t,’ ‘don’t’,
‘haven’t’, etc., are not used.

Formal: We regret to inform you that your flight will be cancelled
due to adverse weather conditions.

Informal:Sorry, your plane isn’t leaving because of the bad weather.
